9.) Explain: “defense”. What are the defense mechanisms enumerated in the text? Can you think of examples (not mentioned in the text) for these various defenses?
10.)  What is regression? Can you think of an example? 
11.)  What is “fear of intimacy”? Can you connect it to The Great Gatsby?
12.) What issues can make us anxious? Think of examples.
13.)  What do they have to do with repression?
14.)  Can we analyze literary characters using these concepts? If yes, why, if not, why not? 
15.)  What is dream displacement and dream condensation?
16.)  What is the difference between latent content and manifest content? Primary revision and secondary revision?
17.)  How about the characters in our dreams? What does the 2d paragraph on p. 16. tell about our ability to interpret dreams? And literature? What do you need in order to understand symbols? (Apart from the dream itself)

19.)  Give examples of female imagery
20.)  What is the death drive? (Thanatos)
21.) What kind of fears and behaviors are associated with the fear of death?

What is the relationship between eros – sex drive – and our everyday behavior? Can you think of ways in which thes are connected to denfense mechanisms? (Give examples)
